Offence: Jeff Hassler, Saskatchewan
Saskatchewan rookie running back Jeff Hassler helped his team to a 42-17 win over the Regina Rams with three touchdowns
on 224 rushing yards.

Hassler, who has only played in four games after suffering an injury in fall camp, scored on a two-yard run, a five-yard run
and a six-yard run. The first touchdown put his team up 7-0, the second 14-3 and the third 35-17. The Business student from
Okotoks, Alta., gained the yardage on 23 carries. He also had 28 receiving yards on two catches.

Hassler and the Huskies (7-1) will meet the Alberta Golden Bears (3-5) in a Canada West semifinal, Saturday at 1:00 p.m. at
Griffiths Stadium.

Defence: Thomas Hall, Manitoba

Manitoba Bisons linebacker Thomas Hall provided the sparkplug for the team with a game-changing 59-yard interception
return for a touchdown in the second quarter which altered the makeup of the eventual 31-28 home victory of the Bisons over
the Simon Fraser Clan on Saturday, October 31. Hall finished the game with 4.5 total tackles and a forced fumble with the
interception TD.

The Bisons earned the victory after a spectacular defensive play by Hall who read the play and stepped in front of SFU’s QB
Caleb Clark errant pass and streaked in for a “pick six” after running in a 59 yard interception return for a TD. Instead of
Simon Fraser tying or going ahead with a very promising drive before halftime, Manitoba increased their lead to 24-14 with
only 41 seconds left before the end of the second.

In addition, on the same drive by SFU in at the end of the second half, the second year linebacker forced a fumble on SFU’s
running back Brandon Halverson that was recovered by the visitors. On the very next play, Hall took matters into his own
hands and snuffed out the Clan’s drive and put up points for the Bisons.

The Bisons return to the post-season for the first time since the 2007 Vanier Cup. Manitoba (5-3) will now travel to play the
No. 2 ranked Calgary Dinos (7-1) in one of the two Canada West semifinal on Saturday, Nov. 7 at 2:00 p.m. CT.

Special Teams: Aaaron ifield, Calgary

After a long wait, placekicker Aaron Ifield finally wrote his name in the University of Calgary record books Saturday
afternoon, kicking four field goals to take the school’s all-time lead in that category with 53 to overtake Bruce Parsons’ mark
of 50.

His 46-yard field goal opened the scoring in the first quarter and tied the record, and a 28-yarder with 18 seconds left on the
clock in the opening half gave him the title on his own. He added to it in the fourth quarter with two more from 42 and 22
yards.



Ifield also won the punting battle against All-Canadian Hugh O’Neill of the Golden Bears Saturday afternoon, averaging 40.2
yards on his four punts of the day against O’Neill’s 38.6-yard average. Ifield finishes the season just back of O’Neill for the
conference lead in punting.

Ifield and the Dinos head into the playoffs on a seven-game win streak and host a conference semifinal on Saturday, Nov. 7
at 1:00 p.m. at McMahon Stadium.

Female: Diane Schuetze, Thompson Rivers (basketball)

Thompson Rivers WolfPack 6’3’ post Diane Schuetze started the 2009-10 season off the way she finished: very strong.

The CIS All Rookie team player was instrumental in helping the WolfPack go 2-0 to begin the season. On Friday night, she
was one of five TRU players in double figures as she dominated at both ends of the court against the UFV Cascades, picking
up 12 points and 10 rebounds — five on the defensive glass — in a 94-67 win. On Saturday, again she was a key player, with
20 points and eight rebounds as TRU swept the series with a 68-59 victory.

Schuetze, a Type 1 Diabetic, will be honoured later this month as she was chosen as the honorary chair of the Kamloops area
Juvenile Diabetes Foundation awareness campaign.

The WolfPack try to build on early momentum when they travel to the province of Alberta for games against Lethbridge and
Calgary on November 13-14.

Trinity Western second-year left side Steven Marshall help lead the No. 10 Spartans to a weekend sweep of No. 7 UBC
Thunderbirds. The General Studies student was strong on offence and defence, finishing the weekend with 32 kills, 31 digs,
five blocks and three aces.

The Abbotsford, B.C. native was instrumental in Trinity Western defeating the Thunderbirds 3-2 (21-25, 25-22, 25-22, 20-
25, 15-9) on Friday night and 3-1 (20-25, 25-22, 25-20, 25-14) on Saturday night. On Friday he finished with 19 kills, 14
digs, four blocks and two aces in the five set match. He followed it up with 13 kills, 17 digs , one block and one ace on
Saturday.

Marshall, who is a member of Canada’s U-21 Beach National team, sits eighth in Canada West in kills per game at 3.56 and
third in digs per game at 3.44.
